INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

A. Please read instructions carefully before starting installation.

B. To save time and effort it is advisable to apply any finish

required to the woodwork before assembly. Two or three coats
of polyurethane varnish such as Ronseal is recommended for

both sides of the treads.

C. To prevent damage to the powder coating on the post:-

i) Check that the bracket sleeves are clear from sharp edges inside.
i) Insert a roll of paper in sleeve before sliding down post.
lii) If any damage to the paint work does occur, this can be simply repaired with the

touch up paint provided.

. Fix base plate of post in position on floor
using coach screws provided (M8 x 50).
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On a suspended floor, the baseplate must be
fixed on a doubled joist or on a wide trimmer
solidly fixed between adjacent joists, as shown
in Fig. (1).

. Restrain top of post whilst sliding all but
one tread bracket down the post to the
base. Take care to balance the weight of
the brackets to both sides of the post to
prevent strain on the base fixing.
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3. Slide the last bracket (for top landing)

into position at the top of the post and
temporarily locate using the grub
screws. Please now refer to the Additional
Information - Sheet 1, then continue onto

SITE CONSTRUCTED LANDING

Where a landing has not been supplied with the spiral, a landing must be constructed on
site. This should be done following these instructions, as the landing forms the upper fixing
for the entire structure. This is especially important as larger spirals, i.e. 1600mm or
1800mm square, often do not have the landing supplied.
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The assembly of the remainder of the
stair is now continued from the top
downwards. Slide the next bracket up
into position beneath the landing tread.
Position tread bracket as shown in Fig.
(7).

Fix tread to bracket using 4 No.12 x 1”
Pan Head screws.

To avoid accumulated error it is vital
that tread heights are measured from
upper or lower floor, and not adjacent
treads, as shown in Fig. (8).

The treads are positioned approx.
5mm clear of the wall (the outside size
of the 1200 Blackjack is 1190mm), as
shown in Fig. (7). If the walls are not
true then either the outer or inner end
of the tread may be trimmed slightly.

The nosing of the tread follows a
tangential line projected from the front
of the bracket sleeve. The treads
should also overlap at the outer edge
by approx. 60mm to allow for baluster
positions, as shown in Fig. (9).

On open sided parts of the stair it is
advisable to align the outer edge of
treads using a board as a straight
edge.

If the first (bottom) tread is to have a
baluster fitted, then drilling the 10mm
baluster base hole from below will
prove difficult. If this is the case then it
would be advantageous to fix the tread
using smaller size temporary screws.
After marking, the tread can be
removed and the 10mm hole drilled out
of situ, before refixing the tread with full
SCrews.

13. Offer up the handrail and mark off the
baluster heights, as shown in Fig. (12).
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The balusters may be cut to length with
a fine-toothed metal saw, or preferably
by using a pipe cutter. It is advisable to
tape the baluster ends to prevent
damaging the paint.
